In today’s Bible story, Jesus tells his disciples that their love for him will lead 

to works of love. That’s how it works—faith leads to love. “If you love me,” 

Jesus says, “you will keep my commandments.” Jesus’ commandments 

were these: Love God and love your neighbor. Sometimes we think that 

“keeping commandments” means obeying them perfectly. But none of us 

can do that! And Jesus knew that. Some days we do better than others, 

but we never manage to love God and each other perfectly. And when 

we royally mess up, Jesus calls us to try again...and again. 

 

When God’s spirit comes, it moves us to faith. Faith always leads us to love.
